Chairman Daniel Gerber called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in Room 257 of the Student Center.

James Huff moved and Faith Nyswonger seconded to adopt the agenda as presented; motion passed.

Guests’ Comments:   Tammy Britt and Susie Haver thanked the College for all of the support of the Sampler Festival.

Recognitions:   Kim Krull recognized the 220 students that were eligible for graduation, and she thanked the Board members for their part in graduation.  Chris Wilson recognized Jamie St. Pierre for completing her bachelor’s degree at Avila University.  Matt Bechard recognized the men’s and women’s track teams for their performance at the NJCAA Track Meet.  Individual results were Jamie Pruter, 2nd high jump and 7th heptathlon; Jessica Carter, 3rd hammer throw; four 7th place finishes; Julius Kiptoo Bor, 3rd 800 meters and 4th 1500 meters; Stanley Dervil, 2nd high jump; Jeffrey Julmis, 2nd 110 high hurdles; Robert Rolfe, 4th decathlon and Martins Pildavs; 3rd javelin.  The women’s team placed thirteenth and the men’s sixth.  He also announced nine athletes have been named Academic All-Americans.  He recognized Greg Brummett who will be inducted into the Wichita Sports Hall of Fame.  Daniel Gerber recognized faculty and staff for their work on the landscaping around campus.

Program Highlights:   Janet Eubanks, Chair of the Go Green Committee, introduced members of the committee – Shane Britt, Arlanda Murdock and Marcia Pounds.  Also, on the committee is Gail Kline.  Heather Patterson-Meyer who is no longer employed by the College also was on the committee.  Janet showed a poster Nick Jones developed reminding us to recycle.  She also told of the many activities being done on campus.

President’s Message:   Dr. Underbakke reported the State is cutting the value of the deferred maintenance tax credits by 10% for the 2009-2010 year making a 54% credit.  A group of people in Dodge City is soliciting participation in a consortium to reduce the property tax burden on the 18 counties that have community colleges.  This will be a topic at the KACCT/COP retreat in Liberal in June.  He said it is important for a trustee to attend.  He will be attending the Council of Presidents meeting.  He stated that 36 of the 78 high school seniors at Concordia High School are going to attend Cloud.  He thanked the faculty and staff for all their hard work in promoting the College.  The Foundation Associate position is vacant.  The administration is moving Amanda Strait into that position part-time on a trial basis.  She will also continue as the grants administrator part-time.

Meeting Reports:   Dr. Underbakke reported the Kansas Board of Regents has requested a 4.25% rescission for the 2008-2009 year.  Some of the 2010 state  budget will be met with stimulus money, and some of that will have to go for deferred maintenance or tuition reduction.  Operating reserves at the State will be depleted by the end of 2010.  The Tech Ed Authority is working hard on new program approval, tiered funding and program alignment.  The Council of Presidents talked about tiered funding and the Tech Ed Authority.  They discussed the proposed consortium in Dodge City.

Geary County Campus Update:   Junction City High School has enrolled 28 students in a specialized health career investigation series of courses.  The campus is preparing for the summer schedule.

Higher Learning Commission Visit Update:  The Steering Committee met a couple of weeks ago and the subcommittees are meeting.  The community survey is almost ready to go.  

Strategic Plan:   Kim Krull told the Board the 2008-2009 annual report on the progress made this far was provided for the Board.

Charles Lowers moved and James Huff seconded to approve the minutes of April 28, 2009;
May 5, 2009 and May 13, 2009; motion passed.

Faith Nyswonger moved and James Huff seconded to approve the Treasurer’s Report as of     April 30, 2009 with a cash balance of $734,169.87 and CD’s totaling $2,747,000; motion passed.

Bob Maxson presented a financial overview of the College.  He said final revenues and expenses for the year are coming in.  An invoice for the third year of a three-year bid from People Insurance for the College’s property, casualty, liability and workman’s compensation insurance in the amount of $106,116 has been received for the 2009-2010 year.  This is an approximate increase of 3%.  This does not require Board action.

Two separate lists of purchases and payment of claims were presented to the board for approval.  List (A) requested approval of expenditures or transfer of college funds for $5,000 or more.

Faith Nyswonger moved and James Huff seconded to approve the (A) List and the addendum (numbers 5-9); motion passed.

List (B) contained those checks/claims that had approval and/or met the requirements of state law.  Faith Nyswonger moved and Charles Lowers seconded to approve the (B) List; motion passed. 

Faith Nyswonger moved and Charles Lowers seconded to accept the bid for $27,600.25 submitted by Flinn Scientific, Inc., for six four-student classroom lab stations and one eight-foot teacher demonstration table for the Chemistry Lab Classroom and authorize payment from Title III funds; motion passed.

Faith Nyswonger moved and Charles Lowers seconded to renew the contract for Vera Streit at 40% of a full-time administrative support position for the 2009-2010 year; motion passed. 

There was no recommendation for the TRiO academic specialist.

Bob Maxson reported campus housing is 89% full.  There are 36 vacancies which he expects to be filled by June 1.  Consensus of the Board was to go ahead and identify the process for construction of additional housing.  A draft timeline will be brought to the next meeting.  

An update on this summer’s projects was given.  Some work is going to be done on Building 10 which is not covered by the bid project.  A couple buildings a year will have the siding worked on.  Funds will come from Residence Life.  Budreau Construction has cleaned out the classrooms being remodeled.  The Nursing Lab may require a fire wall to bring it up to code.

The College has been contacted regarding the Cheyenne Lodge Nursing Home in Jamestown being available for student housing.  The administration will meet next week with Mayor Judy Hill and two city council members to discuss the implications of housing in Jamestown which is 16 miles from Concordia.

Revisions to Policy AP5 – Leaves of Absence in the Administrative Personnel Policy Manual and to the Other Leaves of Absence section of the Support Staff Policy Manual were presented for first reading.  They will be brought to the June 30, 2009 meeting for final approval.

Marsha Doyenne moved and James Huff seconded to authorize the President to request from the Cloud County Community College Foundation not more than $117,353.00 for the Scholarship Program; motion passed.

Information Items:   The KACCT/COP Retreat will be at Seward County Community College in Liberal June 19-20.  The Geary County Campus Golf Tournament is June 5.  The Foundation spring meeting is June 24 on the Geary County Campus.  The 10th Annual T-Bird Classic Golf Tournament is August 30.  A historic fire-arm presentation by Karl de Rochefort-Reynolds will follow the Cloud Nine Buffet on May 31. 

Other:   The second Board orientation will be June 1 at the Geary County Campus.  The van will leave Concordia at noon returning about 7:30 p.m.  The final orientation will be June 15 from 3:00 to 7:00 p.m. followed by a special Board of Trustees meeting.
