The CCCC Agri-Biotechnology program is poised to have a significant impact on both the Geary County Campus and the surrounding I-70 corridor as the National Agro-Biodefense Facility is established in Manhattan.  As with the WET program, CCCC was the first community college in Kansas to have a KBOR approved Agri-Biotechnology program.  This Associate of Applied Science degree and certificate program will prepare students for entry-level positions in the emerging biotechnology industry.  It provides a strong scientific background and extensive laboratory experience in methods currently used in research, government and industry laboratories.  Courses incorporate various skills important for employment in entry-level positions in the bioscience industry including laboratory techniques and instrumentation, basic computer skills associated with generating, analyzing and presenting experimental data, documentation of laboratory procedures according to industry standards, and regulatory affairs governing the bioscience industry.  Students will learn to effectively work in cooperative teams in a laboratory setting to plan and complete experiments in a timely manner.
Manhattan Area Technical College has just recently been approved to offer an Advanced Applied Biotechnology certificate that was developed to align and be stackable with what CCCC offers.  MATC, CCCC and Kansas State University have met to discuss the opportunities to prepare students at the certificate and associate degree level so they can then transfer to KSU for bachelors and masters degrees in biotechnology related fields.

CCCC, and specifically the Geary County Campus, has an opportunity to be an industry leader once again with the Agri-Biotechnology program.  In order to provide the needed coursework and appropriate lab experiences, there is a need to support this program with start-up funding for equipment and lab supplies.  Bioscience companies who are supportive of CCCC’s program and whom have already located to the Junction City/Manhattan area include Ventria, Leadhorse Technologies and Edenspace.
