We recommend the College continue its relationship with GBS (Group Benefits Services, Wichita, KS) for calendar year 2014 for a single payment of $12,000.  Over the last 12-month period, they have been vital to the College as we moved our health, dental and life insurance agreements to different providers with equivalent or better benefits and saved the College over $254,000 and our employees over $60,000.  They also have been of tremendous assistance in gaining a better understanding of the Affordable Health Care Act and compliance with that act.
If you approve this agreement, they will continue to assist the Human Resources Office in meeting the continuing requirements of the Affordable Health Care Act, improving communication with our employees and providing us with advice to continue effective cost containment programs.

Report to the Board of Trustees
October 29, 2013

This report highlights the recent activities of the offices of the Campus Dean, Student Service and Business and Industry Training:

Campus Activities – Brenda Edleston
· Several Student Life activities occurred during October.  On the 9th, the A & P Club sponsored a Walking Taco Feed and raised $148.50.  They are raising funds to take the mobile lab to area high schools to promote the Agri-Biotechnology program.  On the 25th, the Multicultural Student Association hosted a Trivia game night.   Upcoming events include a pumpkin carving contest, chili feed and bake sale and a zombie make-up demonstration.
· The T-Bird Bookstore brought a variety of clothing and other items to the campus on the 15th.  Bookstore sales totaled $1,350.00.
· Lisa Cheek, Jennifer Zabokrtsky and Brenda Edleston facilitated an open student forum on October 16.  Dr. Toone and Joel Figgs were also present to address student questions and suggestions.  Brenda will follow up with the Geary County Commissioners about some areas of concern including campus parking lot lighting.
· Brenda Edleston and Cathy Troupe continue to implement the TRAC-7 grant program as we enter the third year.
· The Geary County science faculty are hosting an Agri-Biotechnology Information night for area high school science instructors on November 12.
· Jason York, Lisa Cheek, Laura MacLafferty, Susan Fry, Brenda and Rob Edleston and Pete and Jeanette Pellegrin represented the College at the Chamber of Commerce’s annual fund raiser, Junction Function, on October 10.
· Brenda Edleston and Jason York attended the Chamber of Commerce/Economic Development Partner Appreciation Day on October 11.  Dr. Ron Trewyn, Vice-President of Research at Kansas State University, was one of the speakers.  He brought the group up to date on the progress of the NBAF construction at Manhattan.  He invited Brenda and Cathy Troupe to tour the Bio-Security Research Institute on the KSU campus.  This is a step in establishing a potential internship site for Agri-Biotechnology students at the BRI.
· Cathy Troupe and Brenda Edleston met Travis Steiner, Director of Production Operations at MS Biotec in Wamego, on October 25.  They toured the facility and discussed the possibilities of student internships.  MS Biotec produces Lactipro (Megasphaera elsdenii) an important lactic acid utilizing micro-organism in the rumen of beef and dairy cattle.

· Laura MacLafferty administered the Compass placement test to 28 prospective students between September 14 and October 11.
· Seven staff members and 15 student volunteers staffed a CCCC recruitment booth at The Fall Apple Day Festival at Fort Riley Saturday, October 5.
· Luci Zieman, TRAC7 Recruiter from the Washburn Institute of Technology, toured the Geary County Campus, including the mobile lab, October 11 to learn about the Agri-Biotechnology program.
Military/Veterans/Financial Aid
· Laura MacLafferty and Jennifer Zabokrtsky represented the College at the Military Affairs Counsel breakfast September 26.  Command Sergeant Major Christopher Gilpin, 2nd Armored Brigade Combat Team,  spoke about life in the army for a typical soldier. 
· Suzi Knoettgen and Kris Farmer visited the Geary County Campus October 10 to promote free SALT Financial Management services to current students.  Suzi also met with Maria Fry to provide financial aid training.
Enrollment/Advising/Transfer
· As of October 11, 100 current students and 32 new students were enrolled in Second Start courses on the Geary County Campus, which began October 14.
· New Student Orientation was held Friday, October 11, from 5:30-7:00 PM for new Second Start students.  Brenda Edleston, Cindy Lamberty, Lisa Cheek, Jennifer Zabokrtsky, Laura MacLafferty and Maria Fry shared with new students tips for academic success, information about student services, college policies, important dates and deadlines and student organizations and activities.  
· Enrollment for Spring 2014 courses began October 21.
Other Activities
· Judy Bunting, CCCC’s Nurse Practitioner, participated in TB blood testing training conducted by Phil Griffin, Director of the Kansas Tuberculosis Control Program at the Kansas Department of Health and Environment, at GCC September 20.
· Jennifer Zabokrtsky, Judy Bunting, Gwen Carnes, Cathy Castle and Peggye Faulkner participated in Stress Management training provided by Beth Whisler September 24, October 8 and 22.
· Maria Fry was hired as the Administrative Assistant for Student Services and began work October 7. 
· Marc Malone and two Concordia Campus students visited the Geary County Campus October 8 and 23 to take yearbook photos of students, faculty and staff.  
Business and Industry Program Activities – Jason York
· Eight students completed the CDL Phase I training October 21-30.  CDL Phase II training (behind-the-wheel driving) is ongoing.  Phase II is currently booked with instructional driving and examinations at the Junction City DMV.
· Five students participated in a Motorcycle Safety Class October 17-27.  This was the last motorcycle class for the year.
· In cooperation with JoDee Aldridge-Ball: 
· Sixteen students started CNA Online-Hybrid courses October 7.  The next CNA Online-Hybrid training begins November 4, and twenty seats are available.  A face-to-face Certified Medication Aide course will be held at Valley View beginning November 4, and six seats are available.  An Online-Hybrid Certified Medication Aide course will be held at Stoney Brook beginning November 4, and six seats are available.
· Through Cloud’s affiliation with Mercy Regional Hospital, current EMT students received American Heart Association Basic Life Support training on September 28.  Instructors included Mike Guy, Val Taylor and Jason York.
· We have completed the Spring 2014 EMT schedule, and it is being advertised to students and area fire and ambulance services.
· We will be offering CPR classes for area business and industry.
· We will be meeting with an educational partner to discuss providing Basic Life Support training for all of their healthcare science students.
· Cloud will be offering welding training in Belleville to serve the needs of Reinke Manufacturing.  The welding class will be taught by Dan Stehlik at Republic County High School.
· On September 26-27, Jason York and April Benne attended the Deans & Directors of Continuing Education meeting at Garden City Community College.  Cloud will host the next statewide meeting in Concordia in the spring.
· On October 22, Jason York participated in advisory committee meetings at Manhattan Area Technical College (nursing) and U.S.D. 383 (business and technical education).
