Re:  Approval of Permanent Access Easement

As part of the April 2013 contract between CCCC and the City of Concordia for the City of
Concordia’s flood control project, the college’s property north of College Drive and south of
Pawnee Mental Health was graded for a future parking lot (Lot 7, Block A, College Drive Park).
The City of Concordia recently received a KDOT Transportation Alternative Grant which will
provide for construction of a walking trail in the area of the flood control project. The trailhead is
located at the intersection of College Drive, Campus Drive and State Street, and the trail
beginning will be located at the north end of Lot 7. Construction of the trail is expected to be
complete in 2017.

In order to begin construction of the trail, the City of Concordia asks the Board to grant a
temporary construction easement as well as a permanent access easement to the City of
Concordia for the purpose of trail construction and as described in the attachments.

Recommendation: Approve the granting of a temporary construction easement and permanent
access and utility easement on Lot 7, Block A, College Drive Park per the attached documents
and waive the appraisal and donate the permanent access and utility easement to the City of

Concordia.
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
